Rob –    And so are you an English student?

Rob –     What does the group bring to you in terms of speaking English?

Rob –           A very dramatic moment!

Rob –      What roles are you playing?

Tristan – Ah, I play two characters. One is a dwarf for, uh, of Snow White..

Rob –      You’re a big guy!

Tristan – Yeah, well, I wouldn’t say ‘big’. A lot of people in the play are far taller than me but I’m a bit 
too big for a dwarf. I also play a French soldier so wiz a great accent.

Rob –     You’re going to speak English with a French accent?

Tristan – Yeah, that’s it. I hope it will be quite funny

Rob –      So far I’ve enjoyed watching. It’s lots of laughs.

Tristan – Ah, that’s great.

Rob –     What do you enjoy about acting, in English?
