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Elaine interviews: Sarah about the Sports Quiz that can be found in
Gouarec throughout May, as part of "Féte de I’Europe”
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Hello Sarah and welcome back to Spotlight on Brittany’s headquarters.

Yes, there is something quite interesting happening in May — the whole of
May. It’s in relation to the Féte de I'Europe which is Europe’s Month. AIKB is
organising a quiz, a giant quiz which, this year, will be on Sport. European
sports. So we are planning on producing 17 panels — one panel per country
and those panels will be exhibited on the Mairie’s wall — outside the Mairie —
and people will be able to play the quiz and win a prize, which we haven’t
decided what yet — that will be a surprise — but the plan of action is that this
is going to bring many people in Gouarec, discover Gouarec and participate
in the quiz.

So the quiz is based on different sports.

That’s right.

So, any examples?

We’ve got all sorts, but it’'s going to be sports that you wouldn’t expect in a
country. So it's, uh, for example... I've brought my documents with me
here... let’s have a look. For example you've got, in er, let's see here Golf for
instance we’ve got in the Netherlands which you wouldn’t really expect
there. These type of things. And then, so you’ve got a text about the sport
and the country and then at the end you’ve got some questions, and you’ve
got a selection of answers. You select them. You choose them.

So is there a multiple choice of answers?

Yes. That’s right.
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Because, obviously, | mean there are people who are very sporty, who know
everything about every sport, about every dart you throw, what it’s going to
be worth and how it works. But there are people who are maybe not so well
informed.

But the answer will be in the text.
Okay.

So you’ll have the panel. You'll have half of the panel with a nice picture of
the sport and underneath a text about the country and the sport, and then
underneath you’ll have the question with three or four questions, er,
answers, possible answers.

Multiple choice

And you just select the right answer that you will have found in the text. So
anybody can play. It’s easy.

So will the — the text will it be in English, in French, or...

So the panels — the large panels — will be in French, so the ones that will be
exhibited against the Mairie’s wall will be in French. But we’re going to do
two versions on a smaller scale, which, one version will be in English and
one version will be in Breton.

Okay.

So we are working on the Breton translation at the moment. The original text
was in English. It was produced by a journalist called Padraig Coyle... I've
done the translation into French, and so far things are going smoothly. We
are getting ready for the 1°' May.
